Writer of the 2007 bestselling independent comic book Lobster Girl, Jon Morvay has revealed his newest work. Bible Black is published by Gauntlet Press, publishers of the finest horror writers in the business, including Ray Bradbury, Richard Matheson, Poppy Z. Brite and Barry Hoffman. 

This collection of illustrated short stories takes its reader from the horrors of Nazi-Germany to the city’s back-alley abortionist, where a young girl’s mangled fetus seeks its own redemption from a filthy dumpster. Each unique story tells of a lost soul and an unanswered prayer.

Inspired in part by artwork from some of the world’s darkest artists and in part by true stories, the result is a hybrid of literature and illustrations sure to satisfy even the darkest of horror fans.

Bible Black has already become a media controversy. A radio ad purchased from Jack FM 100.5 Las Vegas was pulled off the air after only two days of its scheduled weeklong run.
